William Walker 29, (on bail) – Charged with killing and slaying William Sudbury, on the 15th August 1844, at Drayton Bassett – Six calendar months, without labour.

Thomas Summerland 32, Thomas Arnold 22 – Stealing on the 12th December, 1844, at Abbot’s Bromley, one fat cow, the property of John Woodroffe – Acquitted.

James Tittensor 23 (on bail) – Killing and slaying Joseph, on the 15th December 1844, at Biddulph. – No bill.

John Prince, alias Marsh 35. – Assaulting and wounding William Foster, on the 26th May, 1844, with intent to do him some grievous bodily harm, at Alton – Three calendar months, and to enter in to his own Recognizance in £40, and two Sureties in £20 each, for 12 months.

Thomas Jenks 15. – For an unnatural offence with a cow, on the 26th December, 1844, at Bradley.- Acquitted.

William Nichollas (on bail) – Intermarrying with Hannah Edwards, on the 9th December, 1844 at Tipton, his wife Letitia Nicholl being then living – One calendar month, Common Gaol.

James Walton 25, (on bail) – George Proffit 33, (on bail) – Entering certain lands with divers other persons unknown, to the number of three or more in the night of the 28th December, at Tamhorn, and being then and there armed with guns, for the purpose of destroying game – Walton, Two years Hard Labour ; Proffit, Transported 7 years.

John field 24 – Killing and slaying George Beech, in December, 1844, at Cheslyn Hay. – Four Calendar Months Labour.

John Brough 39 – Wilful murder of Thomas Brough, on the 3rd January, 1845, at Biddulph – To be EXECUTED on SATURDAY morning, 5th April, 1845

Humphrey Thompson 31. – Killing and slaying Thomas Taylor, on 30th December 1844, at Tipton – Acquitted.

Joshua Irwin (on bail) – Stabbing and wounding George Robins, on the 15th January, 1845, with intent to him him some grievous bodily harm, at Kingswinford – Three Cal. Months Labour.

Joseph Davis (on bail) – Assaulting Emma Perkins, on 15th January, 1845, at Kingwinford, with intent to ravish and carnally know her against her will – Six Calendar Months Common Gaol.

Samuel Cotton 30. – Indicted and a true bill found against him for a riot, on the 25th September, 1844, at Walsall – Discharged by Proclamation.

William Griffiths 21, Thomas Hughes 18 – Stealing on the 6th February, 1845, at Harbourne, one cloak, one gown piece, and two coats, the property of David Phillips – Three Calendar Months Labour.

Joseph Cundy 25, John Johnson 32, Joseph Johnson 23 – Assaulting and wounding Thomas Harrison, on the highway, in the noght of the 8th January, 1845, at Leek, and stealing from his person and against his will, three sovereigns, and two half-sovereigns in gold coin, and a quantity of siver coin – Cundy admitted evidence. – No bill.

Bennet Chatham 16 – For an unnatural offence with an ass, on the 26th January, 1845, at Kingswinford – Acquitted.

Frederick Gregory, 22 – Breaking in to the dwelling-house of James Sharratt, in the night of the 6th February, at Stone, and stealing therefrom three dozen German Silver thimbles, four steel thimbles, and other articles – Transported 10 years.

Barbara Robinson 66 – Receiving, and having in her possession, in February, 1845, at Stone, one pair of spectacles, three steel thimbles, six silver thimbles, and other articles, she well knowing the same to have been stolen. – Transported 10 years.

The same Frederick Gregory. – Breaking in to the shop of Thomas Tomlinson, in the night of the 6th February, 1845, at Stone, and stealing therefrom two pairs of boots, and one pair of slippers, his property – Transported 7 years.

Hannah Robinson 22. – Receiving, and having in her possession, in February, 1845, at Stone, one pair of boots, and one pair of slippers, his property – Transported 7 Years.

John Summerfield 21 – Breaking in to the dwelling-house of Robert King Hunt, in the night of the 1st March, 1845, at Stafford, and stealing therefrom one soveriegn in gold coin, and two shillings in silver coin, his property – Six Calendar Months Labour.

George Hughes 36 – Killing and slaying Joseph Hancox, on the 6th March, 1845, at Wendnesbury – Acquitted.

Ann Hodgkiss 49, Emma Hodgkiss 9 – Stealing on the 12th March, 1845, from the shop of Edward Gibbs, at Wolverhampton, one piece of Ribbon– Six Calendar Months Common Gaol.

The same Ann Hodgkiss…stealing on the 12th March, 1845, from the shop of George Cox, at Wolverhampton, twenty-eight yards of calico print – Six Calendar Months, Common Gaol.

John Jones alias Rock 26…. Receiving on the 29th January, 1845, at Kingswinford, one silver watch, he well knowing the same to have been stolen. – Acquitted.

Thomas Ditchfield 34, - Killing and slaying Wm. Rock, on the 16th January, 1845, at Wednesbury. – Three Cal. Months Labour.

Elizabeth Goodby 45- Stealing on the 13th March, 1845, at Sedgley, seventy pounds weight of coal, the property of George Jones – Acquitted.

John Hill 21. – Stealing on the 5th of December, 1844, at Burton-Upon-Trent, one pair of pincers, the property of William Lowe – One Calendar Months Labour.

Richard Aston, (on bail) – Unlawfully conspiring with one Joseph Tinsley, to charge John Eustace with having committed a felony, and thereby procured his conviction thereof. – Aston did not appear ; Tinsley detained until next Assizes.

John Meads 28 – Stealing on the 15th March, 1845, at Stafford, one silver watch, the property of William Adams – Two months.

William Murfin 21, Thomas Plant, (on bail) – Assaulting Thomas Harrison, on the 12th January, 1845, on the highway, at Leek, and stealing from his person, three sovereigns, 2 half sovereigns, and other monies, his property. – Acquitted.

Mary Ann Reading – Concealing the birth of her Female Child, at Kingswinford.- One Calendar Month, common gaol.
