WHITE’S HISTORY, GAZETTEER AND DIRECTORY OF STAFFORDSHIRE, 1851

CHECKLEY is a small village on the south side of the River Tean, 4 ¾ miles S.S.E. of Cheadle, 5 ¼ miles N.W. by W. of Uttoxeter, and two miles N. of Leigh Station, on the North Stafordshire Railway.  Its parish increased in population from 1374 in 1801 to 2322 souls in 1841, including 83 in Foxt.  It contains about 5800 acres of fertile land, lying in  three divisions, called Tean, Madeley-Holme, and Foxt. The common land (about 506 acres) was enclosed before the year 1820.  Checkley village is in the Tean division, which contains about 3000 acres.  The Church, (St. Mary and All Saints,) is a large and ancient edifice, with a lofty tower  and six bells.  The chancel windows are enriched with beautiful painted glass, representing a great variety of figures and ornaments.  The organ was purchased by subscription, about 25 years ago ; and the church was repewed, and enlarged with galleries, in 1833, by a rate on the parishioners. In the chancel is an altar tomb, with recumbent effigies of Godfrery Foljambe and his lady.  The rectory, valued in K.B. at £20. 2s. 6d., and now at

£576, is in the patronage and incumbency of the Rev. William Hutchinson, M.A. who has a good Rectory House. A small Church Sunday school was built in 1840, and there is a Primitive Methodist chapel and school at Fole, built in 1850.   There is a church and also three chapels at Tean, as afterwards noticed.  BEAMHURST, three miles N.W.; DEADMAN’S GREEN, (where there is an Independent chapel, built in 1821, ) 4 ¾ miles N.W. ; and FOLE,

four miles N.W. of Uttoxeter, are hamlets in Madeley-Holme division of this parish.   Beamhurst Hall is the seat of Henry Mountford, Esq.  Sir John Gibbons, and several smaller owners, have estates here.


FOXT hamlet is four miles N.N.E. of Cheadle, and has a scattered village

of 280 souls, of whom 197 are in Ipstones parish, and 83 in Cheadle parish. (See Ipstones.)


HOLLINGTON is a small village in the Madeley-Holme division, five miles N.W.

of Uttoxeter, celebrated for its quarries of excellent white freestone, of which many churches have been erected in this county ; and many thousand scythe stones are made yearly.  The stone may be got in blocks of 100 feet or upwards.  The quarries belong to Sir John Gibbons and J.C. Philips, Esq., the former of whom is lord of the manor of Madeley-Holme.

Here is a small National School, built in 1837.


TEAN is a large and pleasant division of Checkley parish, including the

hamlet of LOWER TEAN, three miles S. by E., and the large village of UPPER TEAN,

2 ¼ miles S. of Cheadle, and two miles E. of Creswell station. They are both on the north-east bank of the river Tean.   The latter village is noted for the extensive tape manufactory of Messrs. John and Nathaniel Philips and Co., who employ here about 600 men, women, and children ; and at Cheadle about 300.   This is one of the oldest and most extensive seats of the tape manufacture in the kingdom, being commenced in 1747, when an ancestor of the present proprietors brought over two Dutchmen, who were skilled in the manufacture ; which has since been considerably improved by English artisans, and so facilitated by modern machinery, that as much tape is now produced by one hundred workpeople, as could

formerly be produced by one thousand.  The cotton yarn is brought chiefly from the mills in Lincolnshsire ; but it is bleached here, near the factory buildings, which have of late years been considerably enlarged.   J.C. and Robert Philips, Esqs. have neat houses here, and they and the representatives of the late John Barton Philips, Esq., own a great part of Tean division.  Two fairs are held at Upper Tean on Easter Tuesday and November 12th.

Tean District Church is a plain stone building, in the early English style, dedicated to Christ, and built in 1843, by subscription and grants.  It has 480 sittings, and the living is a perpetual curacy, in the patronage of the rector of Checkley, and incumbency of the Rev, William Higton, M.A. Here are three small chapels, belonging to the Independents, (built 1822,)

the Weslyans, (built 1843,) and the Primitive Methodists.  The British and Infant Schools here are supported solely by J. and N. Philips and Co., and are attended by about 240 children. These schools were commenced on the Lancastrian system about 1811.


CHECKELY PARISH BENEFACTIONS. – The Poors’ Land, purchased in

1706 with £105, bequeathed by Ann and Mary Barbor and others, consists of three closes, comprising ten acres, let for £22. 8s. 9d per annum. The poor have also a field of four acres, called Stony Low, let for £9, and purchased in 1727 with £71, given by Mathew Wright and others ; and three acres of land near Checkely Bank, in the parish of Leigh, left by Elizabeth Whitehall, and let for £11.  They have likewise £7. 7s yearly, as the  interest of £147, arising from the sale of timber, etc.  JOHN PHILIPS, Esq., of Heath House, in 1810, gave to his nephews and executors a sufficient sum to purchase £3000 three per cent. consols, upon trust, to apply the dividends thereof towards “ the relief and support of such poor and distressed weavers as had been, or should be, employed in the tape manufactories

at Tean and Cheadle.”   He also left £300, and directed the interest to be divided yearly among the poor of Upper Tean.  His widow, CATHERINE PHILIPS, of Tean Hall, left £1000 for the benefit of the poor of Upper Tean.  This legacy was vested in the purchase of £904. 6s. 3d., new four per cents.   Francis Philips, in 1648, bequeathed to the poor of Upper and

Lower Tean an annuity of 15s., charged on Tean Leys and Milwich fields. The poor of Lower Tean have 24s. yearly, as the rent of Spencer croft, left to them by a Mr. Spencer many years ago ; and those of Upper Tean have  6s. yearly, left by the late William Turner.
