Will of Nicholas Averrill of Alrewas, 3rd May 1646 

In the name of god amen,: 

I Nicholas Averrill of Alderweyes, being of at this time mind weak in bodie, yett in perfect memory thankes be to god almightie I doe herby make this my last will and Testament; as Followeth Imprimis I give and bequeath unto my daughter Eline Averrill the Sume of Twentie poundes; to be payed vnto her att the age of Thirteene yeares; by my executor; And in the meane tyme, my wife to have the use of the said xx pounds towardes her mayntenance And I alsoe give vnto my said daughter Alice one linerie  Cubbard, and one little painted box. Item I give to my father in Lawe two shillinges six pernce, and vnto my mother in lawe, as much to buie them gloves; Item I give vnto my brother Roger Averill and his wife; two shillinges six peence a peece; And Lastly I make and bequeath my lovenig  wife Margery Averrill; My: Sole executrix of this my last will and Testament To have and enioye all my goodes and Chattles moveable and vnmoveable; Avowing  to my true intentand meaning, except that which is formerly disposed of In witnesse whereof I have herunto put my hand
