Will of Robert Austin of Armitage, 10th November 1720

In the Name of God Amen I Robert Austin of Armitage in the County of Stafford Wheelwright being in health of Body and of Sound and Disposeing minde and memory praised be Almighty God Do publish and declare my last Will in manner and forme following And principally I recomend my Soul into the hands of Almighty God who gave it and my body to the Earth to be decently Interred att the Discretion of my Executors hereafter named And as to such worldly Estate as it has pleased God to intrust me with I give devise and bestow the same as follows Imprimis I give to my Nephew Samuell Tooth for and dureing the Terme of his Naturall life All That my peice of Land in Coulton in the County aforesaid now in the possession of John Woollams Gentleman called Shearracopp with its Appurtenances And after the Death of the said Samuell Tooth I give and devise the said peice of Land to John Tooth son of the said Samuell and to his heirs and Assignes for ever Item I give to my Sister Mary Worrall Widdow two Guinneas And to the aforesaid John Tooth the bed bedsteads blanketts coverlidd and all the Furniture to the said bed belonging on which I lye and all my sheets And as to all the rest of  my personall Estate I direct that the same be sold by my Executors and the Money thereby ariseing to be putt and kept out at Interestt together with all such moneys as att my decease I shall have out at Interest And that all the Interest and produce of my said Estate and Moneys shall be paid to my said Nephew Samuell Tooth and his wife Mary for and dureing their Joyntlives and the life of the longer liver of them which Interest I hereby give to them from time to time as the same shall be received And as to the Moneys so to be raised by my said personall Estate and the Moneys that shall be out at Interest at my decease I give and devise the same (after the Death of my said Nephew Samuell and his Wife Mary and the Survivour of them) to be equally divided betwixt two of my said Nephews Daughters (to wit) Margarett and Hannah share and share alike if then alive But in Case the said Margarett and Hannah or either of them then happen to be dead then I hereby devise the share or shares of her or them so Dying to the aforesaid John Tooth Provided nevertheless that if in Case the said Samuell or Mary or the survivour of them think fitt to Marry the said Margarett or Hannah or either of then dureing their life times or dureing the life times of the Survivour of them That then my mind and Will is and I hereby declare that my Executors shall and do by the appointment of the said Samuell and Mary or the Survivour of them pay to the said Margarett or Hannah or either of them upon such Marriage or Marriages their Legacy or Legacys so devised as aforesaid notwithstanding the said Margarett or Hannah may happen to dye in the life times of the said Samuell or Mary or the Survivour of them And lastly I nominate my said Sister Mary Worrall and my said Nephew Samuell Tooth Executors of this my Will so revoaking and making void all former Wills I publish and declare this to be my last Will and Testament In Witness whereof I have hereunto put my hand and seal the Tenth day of November Anno Domini 1720
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
