Will of Peter Broughton of Chorlton, 9th December 1677

In the name of god Amen. The ninth day of December Anno Domini 1677 before us Thomas Jervis yeoman Mrs Dorothy Broughton and Margrett Smart all within the Chapplerie of Chorleton and in the County of Stafford.  Our late Neighbour Peter Broughton of Chorleton aforesaid gentleman expressed and declared his last will in this forme.  I Peter Broughton beinge very weak doe before god expresse and declare this my will. First I give and bequeath my Soule to Almighty god and my body to Christian buryall. And if I dye at this time my will is that Henry Smart should have the suit of cloathes that are now on my backe and for all the residue of my goods I give and bequeath them to Susannay my beloved wife to order and dispose of as to her seemes good and her the said  Susannay I constitute and ordayne my Sole Executrix faithfull to execute that my last will In Testimony whereof wee the said Thomas Jervis Dorothy Broughton and Margrett Smart have to these presents put our seales in the presence of the wittnesses hereafter named dated the twelth day of December 1677
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
