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STRETTON, a small village on an eminence near the Icknield street, 2 miles N. of

Burton-upon-Trent, has in its township 410 souls and about 1230 acres of land, extending to the confluence of the rivers Trent and Dove.  In the picturesque valley of the Dove are several scattered houses; Dove Cliff, the pleasant seat of E. Thornewill, Esq., and the 

Iron-works of Clay Mills.  The Trent and Mersey Canal crosses this valley into Derbyshire, by a stupendous aquaduct of 23 arches.  Stretton Church is a small brick building, erected in 

1841 – 2, at the cost of £900, as a chapel of ease to Trinity church, in Burton, to which its curacy is annexed.  It has a school and a small burial ground.
