 Will of John Sims of Kidsgrove, 26th June 1850

This is the last Will and Testament of me John Sims of Kidsgrove in the parish of Wolstanton in the County of Stafford yeoman First I direct all my just debts funeral and testamentary Expenses to be fully paid and satisfied by my Executors hereinafter named as soon as conveniently may be after my decease with the payment of which I charge my seal and personal Estate and subject thereto I give and bequeath unto William Knapper of Kidsgrove aforesaid ShopKeeper and my Son in Law Charles Brindley their Executors administrators and assigns All my personal Estate of what nature or kind soever To hold to them their Executors administrators and assigns upon trust to sell and dispose of such part of my said personal Estate as may be of a saleable description and call in and convert into money such part of my personal Estate as may not be in its nature saleable and pay and divide the same unto and equally between and amongst all my Children share and share alike as Tenants in common and  not as Joint Tenants the Children of such as are now or may be then dead to take their parents share and I give and devise all that my Freehold Dwelling House with the rights members and appurtenances thereunto belonging situate at Kidsgrove aforesaid now occupied by Son Samuel unto my said Son Samuel his heirs and assigns for ever And I give and devise all that my Freehold Dwelling House with the rights members and appurtenances thereunto belonging situate at Kidsgrove aforesaid and now occupied by my son John unto my said Son John his heirs and assigns for ever And I give and devise all that my Freehold Dwelling House with the rights members and appurtenances thereunto belonging situate at Kidsgrove aforesaid now occupied by my son Isaac unto my said son Isaac his heirs and assigns for ever And I give and devise all that my Freehold Dwelling house with the washhouse and other the rights members and appurtenances thereunto belonging situate at Kidsgrove aforesaid now in the occupation of Benjamin Brindley and adjoining the Dwelling House occupied by my Son John unto my Son Charles his heirs and assigns for ever he my said Son Charles paying Two pounds to my Executors to be by them applied for the general purposes of this my Will and I give and devise all that my Freehold Dwelling House and  premises with the rights members and appurtenances thereunto belonging situate at Kidsgrove aforesaid and in the occupation of James Dean unto my daughter Elizabeth her heirs and assigns for ever And I give and devise unto the said William Knapper and Charles Brindley All that my Freehold Dwelling House with the rights members and a appurtenances thereunto belonging situate at Kidsgrove aforesaid and now in the occupation of Edward Ford To hold to them and the survivor of them and the heirs and assigns of such survivor upon trust to sell and dispose of the same either by public auction or private contract and at such time as they in their or his discretion shall think proper and to stand possessed of and interested in the monies arising from such sale upon trust to pay and divide the same unto and equally amongst the children of my late daughter Hannah share and share alike as and when they shall severally and respectively attain the age of Twenty one years And I declare that the receipt or receipts of my said Trustees to any purchaser or purchasers or other person paying money to them shall be a good and sufficient discharge for the same and that such purchaser or purchasers shall not be bound to see to the application of his her or their purchase money Provided always and I further declare that my said Trustees and Executors and each of them and the heirs executors and administrators of them and each of them shall be charged and chargeable respectively for such monies only as they respectively shall actually receive by virtue of the Truste hereby in them reposed notwithstanding their or any of their giving or signing or joining in giving or signing any receipt or receipts for the sake of conformity and any one of them shall not be answerable or accountable for the others or other of them or for involuntary losses and also that it shall and may be lawful for them with and out of the monies which shall come to their respective hands by virtue of the Trusts aforesaid to retain to and reimburse themselves respectively all costs charges damages and Expenses which they or any of them shall or may suffer sustain expend disburse be at or be put unto in or about the execution of the aforesaid trusts or in relation thereto together with a fair and reasonable compensation for their and his personal trouble and loss of time and lastly I do hereby nominate  constitute and appoint the said William Knapper and Charles Brindley Executors of this my last will and hereby revoke all others by me made In witness whereof I the said Testator John Sims have hereunto set my hand this Twenty Sixth day of June One Thousand Eight Hundred and Fifty
