Will of William Sedgwick , yeoman, of Glascote,  7th November, 1705 

In the name of God Amen  I william Sedgwick the younger of Glascote in the county of Warwick yeoman being sick & weak of body but of perfect mind & memory thanks be given unto Almighty God therefore calling unto mind the mortality of my Body and Knowing that it is appointed for all men once to die Doe make & ordaine this my last will and Testament in Manner and form following that is to say First and principally I give my soul into the hands of God that gave it me and for my body I commend it to the earth to be buried in a Christian and decent manner att the discretion of my Executors hereafter mentioned nothing doubting but at the Generall Resurrection I shall receive the same again by the mighty power of God

And as touching such my worldly Estate wherewith it hath pleased God to bless me in this life I give devise bequeath and dispose of the same in manner & form Following. First I give and bequeath unto my dear & loving wife Sarah Sedgwick  all my lands lying and being in hill Feild & in caulford meadow both being within the Constablewick of  Wiggington in the county of Stafford and in the parish of Tamworth for and during her naturall life and after her decease unto my brother Thomas Sedgwick of Glascote yeoman I give the lands aforesaid forever upon condition that he the said Thomas shall pay such Legacies as shalbe hereafter mentioned

Imprimis I give and bequeath unto my Kinsman John Green of Kannock the sume of tenne pounds of lawfull money of England and I also give unto my Kinsman Thomas Green of the same Towne of Kannock in the county of Stafford the sume of five pounds of lawfull money of England

Item I give unto Kinswoman Sarah Cook my wifes Goddaughter of Kannock In the county of Stafford the sume of Five pounds of lawfull money of England and unto my Kinsman Foulk  Cook I give the sume fifty shillings of like lawfull money of England

Item I give unto my Kinsman & Kinswoman William and Mary Colebourn of Glascote in the county of warwick the sume of twenty shillings a peice of Good and lawfull money of England all which Legacies are not to be paid till after my wifes decease and the same Legacies to be payd out of my land above name

And as For all the rest of my goods & chattles and lands whatsoever I give unto my dear & loving wife Sarah Sedgwick and To my dear brother Thomas Sedgwick both of the Town of Glascote in parish of Tamworth whom I make and ordain my Executors of this my last will and Testament if my said wife shall out live me for to see this will proved or otherwayes I constitute make and appoynt my loving brother Thomas Sedgwick aforesaid my sole Executor my debts legacies & funerall expences being first payd And I doe hereby utterly disallow, revoke and annull all and every other former wills Legacies Bequests Executors by me in anywise before this time named willed or bequested Ratifying and Confirming this and none other to be my last Will and Testament In Wittness whereof I have hereunto sett my hand and seall This Seventh day of November in the fourth year of our Soveraigne Lady Queen Anne over England etc Annoque Domini 1705
