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VILLAGES, ETC., IN LEEK PARISH.

Endon,  a pleasant scattered village and liberty of 658 souls, 4 miles S. W. by W. of Leek, forms a township with Longsdon and Stanley, in the manor of Horton, of which 

G. C. Antrobus, Esq., is lord.  The whole township comprises about 5000 acres, and 1192 inhabitants.  The principal landowners are the Duke of Sutherland, the Earl of Macclesfield, 

T. Sneyd, Esq., Samuel and  William Phillips, Esquires, and the Rev. Joseph Dodd.  The latter derived his estate from his father-in-law, the late Rev. Thomas Sutton, D.D., who died in 1851, and was vicar of Sheffield more than 45 years.  Endon and Stanley form a chapelry, and the Church, or Parochial Chapel stands upon a commanding eminence at Endon, and has a tower and about 220 sittings.  It is dedicated to St. Luke, and was erected by the inhabitants in 1730.  It contains a neat marble tablet, in memory of the Heaton family, and another in memory of the late Francis Evans, Esq.  In unconsecrated ground, near the church-yard, is the tomb of the late Mr. John and Miss Daniel.  The perpetual curacy, valued at £125, is in the patronage of the Earl of Macclesfield, and incumbency of the Rev. Daniel Turner, who has upwards of 92 acres of glebe, in Rushton Spencer, and Wolstanton parish.  There is a Wesleyan Chapel at Endon, erected in 1835.  Stone of excellent quality abounds in the vicinity, and an extensive quarry, at Moss Hall, is now being worked.  Endon School, and the master’s house were built by the freeholders of Endon, in 1750, upon land given by John Wedgwood, Esq.  About a quarter of an acre, now used as a garden, was added to the school in 1797, by Thomas Harding.  The master has £4 10 shillings yearly out of an estate in Park  lane, as the interest of £110 left by Thomas and William Sherratt, for schooling six poor children.  He has also £4 10 shillings yearly from the toll-gate at Endon, for which he teaches two more free scholars, but the donor is unknown.  Endon Chapel croft, worth £3 a year, was given by Gabriel Lees, for the use of the chapel.  The poor of Endon have the following yearly doles, viz., 50 shillings from Thomas Joddrell’s, and 60 shillings from John Wedgwood’s charities, (see Horton;) 52 shillings in weekly doles of bread from sacrament money, and £40 left by John Ball; the interest of £10 left by John Boughey, in 1751; the interest of £30 left by Francis Evans, in 1826; and of £20 given in 1850, by Mr. Thomas Wood, in memory of his late wife, daughter of Charles Heaton, Esq.  In Endon is an excellent public well, which was formed in 1845, at the expense of Mr. Thomas Heaton, and is honoured with an annual well-dressing, on the 29th of May.
