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ELLASTON, or Ellastone, is a large but scattered village, extending over two opposite acclivities, on the Ashbourn and Uttoxeter road, 8 miles N. of the latter town, and 4 miles E. by N. of Alton Station.  Its parish is a hilly but fertile district, abounding in limestone and gritstone, and containing several handsome seats, 1308 inhabitants, and about 8000 acres of land, divided into six townships, viz., - Ellaston, containing 351; Calwich, 131; Prestwood, 68; Ramsor, 142; Stanton, 393; and Wootton, 223 inhabitants. Ellaston Church is a handsome Gothic edifice, standing on an eminence near the village, and dedicated to St. Peter.  The nave was rebuilt and enlarged in 1830, at the cost of £1200, raised by subscription and a grant from the Incorporated Society.  The interior has about 450 sittings, and the tower has six bells.  Arthur Davenport, Esq., is lord of the manor of Ellaston, but the Rev. W. D. Bromley is patron of the vicarage, valued in K. B. at £4. 9s. 2d., and now at £180, in the incumbency of the Rev. Sir C. R. Lighton, Bart., M.A., who has greatly improved the Vicarage House, which is pleasantly situated, and commands extensive views.  Here are National Schools, with about 100 scholars; and the village are two chapels belonging to the Wesleyan and Primitive Methodists.  The poor have £3 a year, left by George Mollineux, out of land at Prestwood.  The parish wake is on the Sunday after St. John’s day.
