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CHELL (GREAT AND LITTLE) form a liberty of 740 acres and 737 souls. Great Chell is on an eminence 2 ½ N. by E. of Burslem, and is occupied chiefly by potters. The Primitive Methodists have a chapel here, built in 1823, and enlarged in 1830 and 1841.  The Union Workhouse is at Great Chell, as noticed at page 286.) 

Extract from page 286: This parish [Wolstanton Parish], and that of Burslem, form the WOLSTANTON AND BURSLEM UNION, for which a large Workhouse has been erected at Great Chell, at the cost of £6200, with accommodation for 400 paupers, though it has seldom more than half that number.  The total population of the union in 1841 was 32,669, and the average annual expenditure of the two parishes on their poor, during the three years preceding the formation of the Union, was £6,210; but in 1840 it was £6,432, and in 1841, £7449.  The Union Offices and Board Room are in Moorland road, Burslem.  Mr Joseph Lowndes, of Wolstanton, is the union clerk and superintendent registrar; and Mr. and Mrs. Wellum, master and matron of the Workhouse.  The Rev. R. Yonge, B.A. is chaplain; Mr E. Barlow, of Burslem, is the relieving officer; and the registrars of births and deaths are Mr. J. W. Powell, of Burslem; Mr. S. Adams, of Tunstall; and Mr J. Ball, of Wolstanton.  Messrs. A. and J. Boulton and G. Ryles are the assistant overseers; and S. Wootton of Burslem, and Charles Burgess and Thomas Lynn, of Wolstanton parish, are collectors of poor rates.  Mr Richard Timmis of Burslem, is registrar of marriages.
