Will of Theodosia Jenings of Church Eaton, 29th May 1695

In the Name of God Amen I Theodosia Jenings of Little On in the parish of Church Eaton in the County of Stafford Widdow, being sick & weak in Body but of sound and perfect mind and memory, (praise be to Almighty, Therefore doe make & ordaine this my present Last Will & Testament in manner following (That is to say) First and principally I Commend my soul into the hands of Almighty God, hopeing through the meritts, Death and passion of my blessed Saviour Jesus Christ to have full and free pardon and remission of all my sins, and to inheritt Everlasting Life, my body I Committ to the Earth, to be decently buried at the discretion of  my Executor hereafter named, And as touching the disposition of such Goods and personall Estate as it hath pleased God to bestow upon me, I Give & dispose thereof as followeth, Imprimis, I will and Desire that all my Debts & funerall Charges shall be paid and discharged by my Executor hereafter named; Item I Give and Bequeath to my Grandchild Robert Cooper my silver Tanckard;  Item I Give and bequeath to my Granddaughter Elizabeth Cooper my mourning Ring that I had at my Brother Goughs funerall; Item I give & bequeath to my Granddaughter Margarett Fige my wedding ring: Item I give & bequeath to my Cozen Rupert Huntbach my parlor grate, fireshovle & Tongues,

& also my pewter Bazon and Two Towells; And as to the rest and residue of my goods & personall Estate I Leave them to be disposed of by my Executor hereafter named; in such manner as I shall direct & appoint in A note that I shall Leave & make & which shall be affixed to this my Last will & Testament Item I give and bequeath the overplus of my personall Estate ( if any shall be after all my Debts & funerall Charges paid) To my Grand-daughter Margarett Fige: Item. I doe hereby make Constitute, and appoint my Son in Law Robert Cooper Sole Executor of this my Last will & Testament, And I doe hereby Revoke, disannul and make void all former Wills and Testaments by me heretofore made either by word of mouth, or in writeing.  In witnesse whereof I the said Theodosia Jenings to this my Last will & Testament have sett my hand and seale this Twenty Ninth Day of May In the seventh yeare of the Raigne of our soveraigne Lord William by the Grace of God King of England etc Annoque Domini 1695
