WHITE’S HISTORY, GAZETTEER AND DIRECTORY OF STAFFORDSHIRE, 1851

GRATWICH, in the vale of the Blythe, 4 miles W. by S. of Uttoxeter, is a small village and parish, containing only 119 inhabitants, and 848 acres 1 rood 5 perches of fertile land.  Earl Talbot owns nearly all the soil, and is the lord of the manor, and patron of the rectory, valued in K.B. at £4. 7s. 6d., and now at £123, in the incumbency of the Rev. Thomas Powell Browne, B.A., who has a good modern residence.  The Church (St. Mary,) was rebuilt in 1775, and is a small brick edifice.  It was repaired about six years ago.  The FARMERS are Jeffrey and John Babb, Samuel Benyan, Thomas Elkin, Samuel Lee; and Thomas Wilson, blacksmith.
