WHITE’S HISTORY, GAZETTEER AND DIRECTORY OF STAFFORDSHIRE, 1851

MARCHINGTON, a village, township, and chapelry, containing 471 souls, and 2710 acres, is situated on the south bank of the Dove, at the most northern point of Offlow Hundred, 4 miles E.S.E. of Uttoxeter.  The northern point of Offlow Hundred, 4 miles E.S.E. of Uttoxeter.  The manor was part of the demesne lands appertaining to the honour of Tutbury, and given by the Conqueror to Henry de Ferrers.  H. C. M. Ingram, Esq., is lord of the manor, which is leased to J. Cuddon, Esq., who holds a court leet and baron in October.  The copyhold land is held on a heavy tenure, being subject to fines amounting to one and a half year’s rent, with the best beast or stack as a heriot on the death of every tenant.  The chapel stands below the village, and is a neat modern structure dedicated to St. John, and having four bells.  The perpetual curacy is valued at £92.  The vicar of Hanbury is the patron, and the Rev. Hugh Bennett, M.A., the incumbent.  Lord Bagot has a large estate here, and in the chapelry is the manor of Hownhill, containing 500 acres, belonging to Lord Vernon.  Part of the soil belongs to Henry Bladon, Esq., and several smaller owners.  The FREE SCHOOL was endowed in 1784, by Francis Wheeldon, with a yearly rent charge of £10 out of a farm in Stubby Lane, for the education of 14 poor children.  For 16 other free scholars the master has £12 raised by subscription.  The present school was built in 1816, at the cost of £400, and is conducted on the National system.  Here is a Primitive Methodist chapel, built in 1841.  The BENEFACTIONS to the poor amount yearly as follows, viz.:- £4 15s. 3d. from 4 acres 3 roods 24 perches called Lovecoat-close, left by William Harrison, in the 21st James I.; £24 from land called Twenty Acres, purchased in the 10th of James I. with £153 given by H. W. and T. Boothby; £8 from an allotment of 6 acres 3 roods 2 perches  made at the enclosure, in respect of the above lands; 12 shillings out of Hawkshill, left by Francis Towers; 5 shillings out of Biddulph’s pingle, left by Ralph Biddulph; 10 shillings out of Ashby Leys, left by Francis Whittering; 40 shillings out of a house in Aldersgate-street, London, left by Henry Chamberlain; 20 shillings out of “The Croft”, left by Edward Porter, in 1698; and £5 4 shillings out of Lord Bagot’s estate, left by another Mr. Porter, in 1786, for weekly doles of bread.
