WHITE’S HISTORY, GAZETTEER AND DIRECTORY OF STAFFORDSHIRE, 1851

KINGSTON, or Kingstone, 3 ½ miles S.W. of Uttoxeter, is a village in the vale of a small rivulet, and gives name to the most southernly parish in Totmonslow Hundred, containing 339 inhabitants, and about 2000 acres of fertile land, abounding in wood, and including Blythe Bridge, a hamlet on the river Blythe, 1 mile S.W.; Leese hill, half a mile N.W.; and Callow hill, 1 ½ mile S. of Kingston.  Earl Talbot is the principal owner, lord of the manor, impropriator, and patron of the perpetual curacy, now valued at £60, in the incumbency of the Rev. T. P. Brown, of Gratwich Rectory.  The Church is an ancient building, which is much decayed, and appears to have formerly had aisles.  At Blythe Bridge, there is a ford for carriages, horses, and cattle, and a wooden bridge for foot passengers.  The poor have several benefactions, producing £4 4 shillings per annum.  In the village is a small Primitive Methodist Chapel, built in 1849.

Marked 2 are at Blythe Bridge, and 3 at Callow Hill.
