Will of John Tompson of Kingstone, 2nd May 1662
In the name of god Amen; I John tompson of Kingston in the countye of stafforde; husbande man  doe make this my last wille Ane testament; In maner followinge; first I doe bequeth my soule into the hands: of Almightye god my creatour; hoping for salvation: only bye and through the merites of Jesus christ my savour; and redeemer Amen; I desiere my bodye maye be decently buried in Kingston church yarde; for my worldlye goodes I dispose of them; as followeth; I doe give Unto my sonne william tompson; three score and ten poundes : to be paide him the yeare After he is maried: provided: that he doe not mareye bridgget hedgcocke; which thinge: is so Utterlye Against my minde; that in case: he be maried to hir I doe bequeath him but twelve pence; I give Unto  my granechild sarye tompson: A cowe; and to my cousen william Austin A heffer; and I doe give Unto my cousen raphlfe Austin and my cousen raphlfe fisher; ether of them five shillings to bye them gloves; and I make them: the saide raphlfe Austin and raphlfe fisher the exectours; of this my last wille and testament; my landes and goodes and and all the rest of my cattell; I doe give to my sonne: and hyer: John tompson; and he is to discharge: my deptes: and funerall charges; and if my wyfe shall dislike to live with my sonne: John I doe Apoynte him to paye hir five poundes: A yeare whilst shee lives and Keepes my name: In wittness whearof: I have heare Unto put my hand and seale this seconde of maye: in the yeare of our lorde; one thousand sixe hundred: sixtye An towe.
