Will of John Wightwick of Farewell, 27th August 1697   
In the name of God Amen. I John Wightwick of Farwell alias Faggerwell in the County of Stafford Gentleman being of sound and disposing mind and memory, yet considering the uncertainty of this life, and for settlement of my estate, payment of my debts and raising portions for my children, do make and ordain this my last Will and Testament in manner following, hereby revoking all former Wills by me at any time made.  First I bequeath my Soul into the hands of Almighty God who gave it, trusting through the merits and mediation of my Blessed Saviour and Redeemer Jesus Christ to be made a partaker of his heavenly Kingdom. My Body I bequeath to the earth from whence it came to be decently buryed in the Parish Church or Chancell of Farwell, or where my Executrix (hereafter named) shall think fitt.  Whereas I am seized of the prebend and Parsonage of Brewood in the County of Stafford (relation being thereunto had) by virtue of a Lease made to me by the present Deane of Lichfield Dr Lancelott Addison for three  lives yet in being, As also another Lease of the tythes of part of Brewood park for  two lives yet in being, And am also seized of a Messuage or Tenement and divers lands thereto belonging in Chorley or Longdon or one or both of them in the aforesaid County now or late in the tenure of Thomas Owen.  I give and devise all  my Estate right title and interest whatsoever which I have in the aforesaid Leases Messuages Tenements Lands and premises with their and every of their appurtenances unto Richard Pyott of Streethay Esquire, my Father in law Walter Fowler of Penford Esquire, my Brother in Law Charles Fowler of Penford Gentleman, My Brother in Law Rowland Fryth of Thornes Gentleman, and John Browne of Thornes Gentleman and their heires. In speciall trust and confidence never the less that they the said Richard Pyott, Walter Fowler, Charles Fowler, Rowland Fryth and John Browne  shall by perception of the profitts or by Lease Mortgage or sale of the whole or any part or parcell thereof in the first place pay and satisfye my funerall charges and all such debts as I shall justly owe or be indebted unto any person or persons at the time of my decease, and afterwards shall raise such summ or summes of mony for the maintenance of my sonn John during the life of his Mother, and also for the maintenance education portions and preferment of all the rest of my children as shall be then living, and for such (in case my wife shall be with child at my decease of one or more children) as she shall happen to be deliverd of ) in such manner and proportion as they the said Richard Pyott, Walter Fowler, Charles Fowler, Rowland Fryth and John Browne, or the Major part of them (with the approbation and consent of my Executrix hereafter named (provided she be then living) shall think fitt. And also for the filling up and keeping full my said Lease or Leases of Brewood, in case any of the lives in them happen to fall before my said debts shall be satisfyed and my said children preferred, if they the said Richard Pyott, Walter Fowler, Charles Fowler, Rowland Fryth, and John Browne shall think it convenient so to do; And also for defraying all such charges and expences as they the said Richard Pyott, Walter Fowler, Charles Fowler, Rowland Fryth and John Browne my trustees aforesaid, shall reasonably expend or be putt unto in executing of the said trust.  Also I give and devise unto my Executrix hereafter named the furniture of one chamber which she pleases, four Cows, four Oxen, and two horses or mares, (after my Son John hath chosen one horse or mare) which she likes best. Also I give to my Sonn John Wightwick the best horse or Mare I have at the time of my decease, also a Case of double Dutch pistolls with Holsters a pair of small screw pistols, and two swords which he likes best, as also a Silver tankerd, four Silver Salts, and Six Silver spoons all markt  S:W: All the rest & residue of my personall estate whatsoever I give and devise to & amongst the rest of my children then living, or may happen to be born after my decease.  Item I give to the poor of the Parish of Brewood five pounds to be distributed as the Vicar and Churchwardens of Brewood shall think most fitt.  Item I give to the Poor of the parishes of Farwell and Longdon fifty shillings each.  And lastly I hereby nominate and appoint my dearly beloved wife Mrs Mary Wightwick my sole Executrix.  In witness whereof I have this twenty seventh day of August 1697 putt to my hand and seal.
