Will of John Altree of Weston under Lizard, 26 April 1715
 In the name of God Amen I John Altree of Weston under Liziard in the 

County of Stafford, Innholder, beeinge weake in body but of sound and disposeing minde memory and understandinge doe make this my last will and Testament in writeinge, that when I come to dye I may not  bee disturbed with the thoughts of my worldly affaires And first and

principally I recommend  my Soule into the handes of Almighty God my Creator hopeinge assuredly through his. mercy and the alone meritts of my Lord and saviour Jesus Christ to Inheritt life immortall  when this mortall life shall have an end and my body I comitt to the earth to bee decently  interred at the discretion of my Executrix hereafter named and as touchinge my goodes  Chattells Cattle and personall estate which God Almighty hath made me his Steward of I give  devise and bequeathe and dispose of the same in manner and forme followinge (that is to  say), First I give and bequeath unto my Sonne William Altree the summe of fifty pounds and  halfe the money my young Stoned horse shall bee sold for at such time he shall bee sold. Item I give devise and bequeath unto my Son John and daughter Martha and to each of them Sixty pounds the said Severall legacyes of fifty pounds to my son 

William and Sixty pounds  apeece to my said Son and daughter John and Martha to bee paid

unto them respectively when  they shall severally and respectively attaine theire full ages of one and  twenty yeares and not  before and my minde and will is that if any of my said three Children shall dye before they attaine the age of one and twenty yeares that then the Legacye hereby bequeathed  to such of them soe dyeinge. I give and bequeath the Use and Interest thereof unto my deare and loveinge wife dureinge her naturall life and after her decease I

give and bequeath the said legacye of him or her soe dyeinge as aforesaid unto the

Survivors or survivor of my said Children Item I give and bequeath unto my said Son William the Bed in  the Little roome over the Cellar one Chest one Trunck and what Linnens and bookes my  said wife knowes were his late mothers my late wife deceased Item I give

and bequeathe unto my said Sonne William Tenn Ewe sheepe Item I give and bequeathe 

unto my  daughter Martha after the decease of my wife her mother my best bed

boulster with the  Curtaines vallons and appurtenances thereto belongeinge and my Chest of Drawers provided alwayes and my minde and will is that in case my said Son

William shall at any  time or times hereafter clayme challenge Sue for or demand the Summe of twenty pounds  or any other Summe or summes of money whatsoever of my said Executrix hereafter named  that was paid to me by Thomas Rowley deceased or shall give my Executrix hereafter  named any trouble relateinge to the same or upon any other account

in relacion to his late  mothers porcion then the said legacye of fifty pounds to him hereby

before bequeathed  shall cease and I give and bequeath the same unto my said deare and loveinge wife to defend  herselfe from any such trouble. Item I give and bequeath unto my Son William All the money that is due to and from my brother in Lawe John Rowley upon any account whatsoever.  Item All the rest residue and remainder of my goodes Cattle Chattells and personall estate  of what nature or kinde Soever I give devise and bequeath unto my deare and loveing  wife Martha dureinge her naturall life onely and after her decease I give and devise The same unto my said three Children to bee equally divided share and share like amongst  them And of this my will doe nominate and appointe my said wife sole

Executrix in  whom I have great confidence and hope she will see the same in all thinges

Faithfully  and truely performed And doe nominate and appointe my brothers Thomas 

Altree and  Caleb Altree overseers of this my Will and desire them to bee aideinge and

assistinge to  my Executrix in the performance of the same and doe revoake all

former and other will  and wills by me heretofore made and doe declare this to bee my Last

will and testament onely In Witnesse whereof I have to this my last will and testament conteyned in two sheetes of paper put my hande to the first sheete thereof and to the last

sheete thereof  my hande and Seale the Twenty Sixth day of Aprill In the first yeare

of the Reigne  of our Sovereigne Lord George Kinge over Great Brittaine etc Annoque domini 1715
