Will of Ralph Adderley of Dilhorne 24 July 1688

In the name of God Amen I Ralph Adderley of Blackhough in the parish of Dilhorn in the County of Stafford gentleman being weak in body but of sound and perfect memory( praise be given to God for the same)doe make & ordain this my last Will and Testament in manner & form following (that is to say) First principally I commend my soul to Almighty God my creator assuredly believing that I shall receive full pardon and full remission of all my sins and be saved by the precious death & merits of my blessed Saviour & Redeemer Christ Jesus and my body to the earth from whence it was taken to be buryed in such decent Christian manner as to my Executors hereafter named shall bethought meet and convenient. And as touching such worldly Estate as the Lord in mercy hath lent me my will meaning is, the same shall be imployed, as  hereafter by this my Will is expressed.

And first whereas Samuel Adderley my late Father in & by his last will & Testament did amongst other things give & bequeath to mee the sum of one hundred & fifty pounds to be raised & paid mee as by the said will is directed besides some additional maintenance out of a cole myne Therefore I give & bequeath my said Legacy as followeth First I give to my sister Jane Adderley the sume of five shillings Item I give to my sister Magdalin Bamford the sume of five shillings Item I give to my brother Samuel Adderley the sume of five shillings Item I give & bequeath to my brother Benjamin Adderley the sume of five poundes Item I give and bequeath to my young nephew Henry Adderley the sume of five poundes, Item I give & bequeath to my sister in law Mrs. Grace Adderley one silver cup & a box  Item I give to my Executors hereafter named all the remaining part of the said Legacy disposed of to me by my said Father & all my books & goods or what kind soever, who I desire to bring mee home in a very decent manner to be at the charge of fourty poundes therein, And also I give to my said Executors hereafter named all my right by the interest either in law or Equity or in & to any Legacy or Lecacys given by my said father to William Adderley & Thomas Adderley my late brothers who dyed before the same were payd as my said Fathers will directed Lastly I doe hereby make ordain & appoint my loveing Brother Henry Adderley of Blackhough aforesaid gentleman to be Executor of this my last Will & Testament directing him in the name of God to see the same performed according as it is herein declared, & I doe revoke, frustrate & make void all former wills by mee heretofore made.
