WHITE’S HISTORY, GAZETTEER AND DIRECTORY OF STAFFORDSHIRE, 1851

WILNECOTE, a large village 2 miles S.S.E of Tamworth, has a small railway station, and its township comprises about 1000 acres, and 824 souls, including Dosthill House, now unoccupied, and many scattered dwellings.  Wilnecote Hall is the pleasant seat of Major Bamford, Sir Robert Peel, Bart., is lord of the manor, and owner of a great part of the soil.  The CHURCH (Holy Trinity,) was rebuilt in 1821.  It is a small building, with a low tower, and the living is a perpetual curacy, valued at only £90, though it has been augmented with £1000 of Queen Anne’s Bounty, and £1200 in Parliamentary grants.  The Vicar of Tamworth is patron, and the Rev. Rt. W. Lloyd, M.A., is the incumbent both here and at Wigginton.  The National Schools were built about three years ago, by subscription.
