Will of Charles Fyge of Gnosall, proved 10 November 1676
In the name of God Amen, the second day of October in the yeare of our Lord God one thousand six hundred seventy and six [eight deleted]. I Charles Fyge of Gnosall in the County of Stafford Mercer, although sick in body, yet of good perfect & sound memory praised be Almighty God, doe make and ordaine this my present Will and Testament, containinge therein my last Will in manner and forme followinge, That is to say first I bequeath my soule and spirit into the hands of Almighty God my heavenly father, by whome of his meere and only Grace I trust to be saved and received into Eternall rest through the death of my Saviour and Redeemer Jesus Christ. And I will that all such debts as I owe shall be truly paid, And my debts beinge defalked and the charges of my funerall, and probate of this my last Will and Testament in every thinge performed and deducted I give and bequeath the residue of all and singuler my Goods Cattels & Chattels Plate Wares Merchandizes and Debts to me owinge and ready money equally to my lovinge Wife and all my Children, to be wholy improved and employed by my wife for their best advantage use maintenance proffitt and commodity accodinge to her discretion untill such time as my said Children shall severally accomplish their severall age and ages of eighteene yeares, incase my said wife shall soe long remaine and continue in her pure Widdowhood. Provided that if my said wife do hereafter take another husband my minde and will is, that then shee shall have for her part and portion of my said goods Cattels and Chattels plate wares merchandizes and debts to me owinge & ready money, only the summe of two hundred and fifty pounds of lawfull money of England, and that then my said Children shall have the residue thereof together with the proffitts arisinge in the meane time if any be parte and parte like. And if it shall please God that my wife shall die or be married againe before my Children shall have all of them accomplished their age of eighteene yeares my minde & will is that then the parts and portions of my Children that shall be then livinge and under the said age shall be improved and employed for their best advantage use maintenance profit & commodity by my Brother Thomas Fyge and my Brother in law Thomas Grime accordinge to their discretion, until such time as my Children then livinge shall severally attaine to their aforesaid severall ages. And my minde and will is and I do ordaine that my said Children shall receive & have their said portions as they shall severally accomplish their severall ages of eighteene yeares. And I do will that if any of my Children doe decease before the said age of eighteene yeares, that then in such case the portion of every of them so deceasinge, shall remaine & be to the survivors & survivor of them, part & part-like, to them to be devided. And if it shall please God my Children doe all die before they shall have accomplished their age of eighteene yeares that then my wife shall have the third part of their portions, and my Brother Thomas Fige his Children, my Brother William Fige his Children, and my Brother Cressets Children the other two parts accordinge to the discretion of my Executors hereafter named. And I make and ordaine my lovinge wife my Brother Thomas Fyge and my Brother in law Thomas Grim my Executors of this my present last Will and testament.
