Will of Henry Forde, Newborough, 7th September 1727

In Nomine Dei Amen
I Henry Forde of Newburrough in the parish of Hanbury & County of Stafford Yeoman being of a perfect sound disposing mind & memory praised be God do ordain & make this my last Will & Testament in manner & form following Viz Imprimis & principally I commend my Soul into the Hands of Almighty God my Creator hoping &  stedfastly believing thro’ the Inestimable merits of my only Lord & Saviour Jesus Christ to receive full free pardon & Remission of all my sins & to receive a portion in his Everlasting Kingdom My Body I commit to the Earth from whence it was originally taken to be decently buried at the discretion of my Executors hereinafter named & as for such Temporal goods as the Lord of his mercy hath lent me I dispose of the same as followeth My Debts & funeral charges being first therout deducted

Item
I devise & bequeath to my Nephew Henry Lee the summe of twenty pounds of Lawfull British money

Item
I devise & bequeath to my Neece Hellen Woollams  the summe of ten pounds of Lawfull British money

Item
I devise & bequeath to my Neece Elizabeth Woollams  the summe of ten pounds of like lawfull money
Item
I devise & bequeath to my Neece Ursula Lee  the summe of twenty pounds of like lawfull money & one feather bed & all the furniture thereunto belonging standing in the far chamber

Item
I devise & bequeath to my Neece Alice Lee  the summe of twenty pounds of like Lawfull money one feather bed & all the furniture thereunto belonging standing in the Middle Chamber & one Large New Brass Kettle

Item
I devise & bequeath To Hannah Lee my Housekeeper the summe of five   pounds & And to be paid her yearly & every year from the time of my decease for & during the terme of her Natural life in  like lawfull British money & one feather Bed & all the Furniture thereunto belonging standing in the Parlour where she us’d to lodge

Item
I Leave the summe of Fifty pounds to be laid out in land & the Interest or Issues & profits thereof to be given to the Poor of Newburrough from the time of my decease yearly & every year & to be disposed of by my Executors & their Heirs at their discretion & where it is most needfull in Cloathing or otherwise as my said Executors shall think meet & convenient upon Michaelmas day for ever

Item
All the rest & residue of my Goods Cattel & Chattels & personal Estate whatsoever after my Debts Legacies & funerall Charges are paid & discharged I devise & bequeath to my Grandson Henry Hadderton for ever

Item
Lastly I do Constitute ordaine & appoint my said Grandson Hadderton & my Nephew Henry  Lee Executors of this my last Will & Testament Revokeing dissannulling & making void  all other former Wills Bequests or Testaments
