In the name of God Amen I Anne Palmer of the Parish of Keel in the County of Stafford spinster being sick and weak in body, but in perfect sense of mind, and understanding thanks be given to god, doe make this my last will and testament in manner and Form following viz. –

Imprimis I bequeath my body to the earth, to be decently buried in the Church Yard of Wolstanton in the County aforesaid, and my soul I commend into the hands of God my Creator, hopeing through the merits of my blessed Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ to obtaine a glorious resurrection to eternal Life. Item I give unto my Dear Mother Mary Palmer the wife of Richard Palmer my father of the parish of Nosall in the Said County of Stafford the summe of ten pounds. Item I give unto my father Richard Palmer aforesaid fourty shillings. Item I give unto Thomas Palmer my eldest Brother fourty shillings. Item I give to my Sister Mary Palmer fourty shillings. Item I give unto my Brother Humphrey Palmer twenty shillings. Item I give unto my Brother William Palmer thirty shillings. Item I give unto my Brother Richard Palmer fourty shillings. Item I give to My Sister Margaret Palmer thirty shillings. Item I give to my Sister Eliz(abeth) Palmer thirty shillings. Item I give to my Cosin Francis Parton twenty shillings. Item I give to Mr Walthall to prech my funeral sermon three pounds [and]. Item I give to Mr Taylor Vicar of Wolstanton twenty shillings. Item I give unto Mis(tress) Elizabeth Watson to buy her a p(ai)r of gloves withall five shillings. Item I give to Esther Stevenson my new chest & best hatt. Item I give to Jane Stevenson, My new Black Crape  Mantue and petticoat. Item I give to Dorathy Alsager my Black and white Mantue and peticoat. Item I give to Elizabeth Massie my old Mantue & pettycoat. Item I give to my Uncle Ward of [Penkridge the summ] Leadell in the County of Stafford aforesaid the sum of five pounds. Item I give full power to Esther Stevenson above mentioned to also dispose of all my other cloathes wollen & Linen herein not before

mentioned among my relations according to her discretion [word crossed out] and for all moneys that shall remaine over and above the expences of my funerall, and the Legacies herein contained, I doe desire my Executors to distribuite to my Mother, Brothers, and Sisters [Afor(said)] And for performance of this my Will I doe hereby constitute & appoint Mr Tho(mas) Walthall aforesaid and my Uncle Ward aforesaid, my Executors and revoke all former Wills In Witness whereof I have here unto put [above line] my hand and Seal this 22nd day of Sep(tember) in the first year of their Majesties Reign, and in the Year of

our Lord god 1689.
