not more than a fair Corful?; no workman shall be

employ’d at any of the concerns without first producing a note

from his last master of his discharge, otherwise if it should

so happen that a workman get employment under a Charter

Master contrary to the knowledge of the proprietor or managing

Agent; upon application being made in writing from his said last master to the said

proprietor or his or their manageing agent, he shall be immediately

discharged or in failure thereof forfeit Ten pounds to the party

Aggrieved; There should be some consideration respecting workmen

wilfully neglecting their Labour
