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Mr Crump says that he went to Seighford on Friday the 28th March

last to inform Mr. Eld of an Otter having been in Trentham water, when

it was agreed that the Hounds sho’d come the next morning. On

his return he called at Mr. Griffins Mill at Strongford bridge & desired

the workmen at the Mill to grind all night in order to let the water

out of the Holds round the great Pool as much as they cou’d – which

was done accordingly – and the Next Morning about 5 oClock

the men were to shut down the Mill Gate that the water might run

off so as to give the Hounds access to the Holds in the River, this was

also done, and Mr Crump was waiting at the Mill till about 10 or 11

oClock but the Hounds were not then come - & the water in 

the pool began to run over the Cascade – therefore Mr C

advised the Millers to set the Mill to work as usual.

He says he knew nothing of Mr. Jervis being Fishing till some time

after the Mills were at work – when he rec[eive]d a message from Mr Potts

Bail[lif]f to Mr Jervis by Buxton one of Griffins Men desiring Mr Crump

would be so good to order the Mill to stop as his master was

fishing, to this Mr C. replied he had no power to do any such

thing as the Mills & water belong’d to Mr Griffin

No extra Gate was drawn or any additional water let off to

incommode Mr. Jervis, and Mr Crump declares he never rece[ive]d

any such direction from Lord Stafford

NB – Tho’ Mr Jervis in the preceeding letter says he was

fishing – and that his Diversion was spoiled – He has

acknowledged to me that he was not personally fishing for

he was ill at home but his Son was fishing by his order

which he considered as the same thing
