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Wheras there has been divers reflection cast upon the Character

and Conduct of Thomas Heath (Superintendant of the Colleries under

the Marquis of Stafford & others) by the Gentlemen Potters, this is to

inform such Gentlemen Potters as find them selves aggrieved at his

Conduct towards them, that they will be so Honorable as to appoint

a time and place for arehearsal of such aggrievances, & T Heath will

be then and there ready to answer for himself & hopes the Gentlemen

Potters will come forward to support the Charge which they have so

frequently taken the Liberty to tax him with.
