cleeve those very reall respects I owe you. Sir,

I can consent for noe other reason to that esteeme

y[ou]? are pleased to give my Letters, than that they pro-

cure such endearinge expressions from you, & I
had neuer soe undoubled a satisfaction in my new

condicion, as since I have read it hath wonne

y[ou]r approbation. My Wife, Sir, I have made uery sen-

sible already how jndulgent an Uncle shee hath, &

I haue taken upon mee to assure her allwayes is to

expect of y[o]u & though shee blushes often, there is

nothinge hath changed her colour more, then that shee

thinks shee hath not deserued that fauourable opinion

shee now understands y[o]u haue of her. for w[i]ch shee
presents y[ou] w[i]th her service. For my selfe, Sir, I know

y[o]u are soe confident of mee, that I may transferre my

expression of the sense I have of y[ou]r fauours to a short
account of the state of our present affayres.

Two messages wee haue lately receued from the kinge

w[i]ch I haue sent y[o]u inclosed. Since that wee haue

had a relation from Rushworth the Clerke who was
sent downe into Yorkshire of some passages there, w[i]ch

were shortly to this purpose. the Kinge made 2 propo-
sitions to the Yorkshire gent[lemen]. 1 that they would defend

his person from all violence. 2 that they would vindicate his honor

in the affront hee receiued at Hull. to the first they ans[were]d they would, 

by all meanes warrantable by

the Law of the Land. to the 2nd they desird him to aske the advice of his 

great Counsell. Some

of the rest of the gent[lemen] not satisfyed w[i]th this ans[wer] retird 
w[i]thin thereby to consider of an anweare to make

to his Ma[jes]tie w[i]ch that it is yet wee know not. amonge those a 
cheife was S[i]r Fr. Wortely?, who drew

his sund?, sayinge, I am for the kinge, another sayinge this must bee 

ended by the sund. The House was
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puttinge the question to accuse S[i]r Fr. Wortely
of High Treason, but that they considerd it was onely

affirmed by one that but heard it from another.

the house is thinkinge of an accomodation & to

that ende hath referrd it to a com[m]ittee to draw

a petition to the kinge to desire him to come (-)

his Parl[iamen]t, & to hearken to the aduice of his great

Counsell expessinge? w[i]th all our Loyalty & affections
to Him. & w[i]th this they will sende downe jnstruc-

tions by members of our house, S[i]r Ph. Stappleton, L[or]d

Farefeaux, S[i]r Hugh Cholmely, & the other is to bee

Hen. Cholmely already there, to preserve the peace

of that County in case any insurrection or takinge up
of arms should bee. Wee hope this petition will

doe much good. & ‘tis all our prayers.

Hen. Vernon was turnd out of the house

to day upon his election uery strangely, & but

by 3 voices. Wee have very good newse often out

of (-) of great defeats wee give the
