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Noble Sir
I receiued a generall answer to my first letter by my seruant

and then conceiued I should haue known your resolutions more parti-
cularly by yours at London, but receiued as little satisfac-
tion by him as I had from your selfe before and so much lesse

as that he made doubtes of those thinges, w[hi]ch I thought both

undeny[e]able? and unquestionable.

You cannot thinke but that findinge my wiues portion due from

the day of mariage, and that as well acknowledged by your owne

hand, as by the assurances from her Grandfather but I should expect

some monies this tearme, or at least some appointed time whereon

to rely, and in that  confidence brought my father hither, a iourney
both disadvantageous and troublesome in  regard of his affairs, and

disabilitie to endure trauell and in that consideration was a great deale

more iniurious to one, then is would haue been otherwaies, to

find such a general disapointment: your selfe cannot suppose it

lesse nor a more easy burden then I expresse it to expect such

a summ, w[i]thout any knowledge how or when to haue it, when

as especially it is out of my own handes by assignement

Yet my desire is such to auoid all occasions of distaste to one

whom I entend all expressions of respect, that I haue surmounted

all difficulties and enabled my selfe to offer a buriying of all dif-
ferences, and if it will please you to accept of it I shall account
it a secondinge of my good fortune in any alliance to your wor-
thy family, that I find my selfe thought fittinge to be rather

added to it by frendship then diuided from it by a (I do pro-
fesse) vnwillinge separation

My desire is that you would be pleased to let me heare from

you in a more certain manner then I haue hitherto that I may

may know whereon to rely, and w[hi]ch way to direct my occasions,
in these incertainties I may not be, and though many aduise

me to seek a remedy otherwaies, yet I am resolued to apply my

selfe rather to a frendly course then any other, and then how euer

it happen, or how euer you thinke of it, it will be as greate

satisfaction to me, when the world shall know my reasonable

nes, and that it shall be no fault of mine if there proue

a breach of amity.

One scruple your man puts in to me w[hi]ch I neuer doubted nor

euer thought any could haue propounded that you do no entend

to giue any consideration for the time the mony is vnpaid
all besides him selfe thinke it vnreasonable and I can not

beleeue that you are of the opinion, or if it were so that

you can thinke it legal. Sir I am desirous to shew all 
respect that lies w[i]th in my abilitie you cannot desire or I

performe more, if it were sutable to yours I should not thinke it worthy a demand. Yet how euer

you please to think of these thinges I must entreate you to know that I will seek nothinge from

you with bitternesse or though you put into a course contrary to my ententions, that I will euer 

make

other expression then will befit one who knows himselfe honored to be stiled your kinsman, and

who

will endeauour howeuer to make an addition to that title w[i]th all those respects and capacities will 

can aproue

my desires and willinges to do you seruice.
