I haue by the last post yesterday rec[eive]d your fauour of

the 7th for w[hi]ch I render you many thankes & am infinitely

troubled at the miscarriage of these letters you mention sent

weekely to mee assuring you that this is the first I rec[eive]d

from you since [Octo]ber? last wherein you told mee that

you were then forthwith preparing for y[ou]r northerne

journey where really S[i]r I thought you had beene all

this time before I had this as I writ in my last to
my servant at London & directing him to inquire after your health &

to let mee know whither you were in towne or country

but it addes very much more to my trouble to heare of your

indisposition heartily wishing a speedy recouery of your

health & that you may long enjoy it both for yo[ur] owne sake

& for that of yo[ur] children & frends who doe soe much

need & always will your prudent advice & assistance in

all their affayres & my concerne therin for you is noe

lesse then theirs hoping you will not thincke mee soe for-

gettfull of good manners as not to answere any letter I shall
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shall receaue from you a person I soe much esteeme

especially in a busines of such mutuall concernement to

vs both in behalfe of our children. As for my Sonnes writings

I find great care hath produced contrary effects & hath

I feare donne him a prejudice much against our wills

for w[hic]h I am very sorry and the more because this terme?

is also lost this being the last day w[hi]ch hath fallen out

by the unfortunate miscarriage of y[ou]r letters to my great

greife wherein my wife hath not the least share if

they may yet be of any vse to you this vacation before

the next terme they are in the custody of Sir Gilbert

Talbot in a truncke of my wifes best goods where they

shall be ready to be produced at any time you direct

or deliuered into your hands for my Sonnes vse when
you please therefore be pleased by the next post to send

word & my wife will send vp the Key of her truncke w[hi]ch

she is vnwilling to doe vnles there be present occasion

for the writings before our comming vp w[hi]ch will be

w[i]thin 3 weekes I hope at farthest and if I am soe happy

to find you there and in perfect health I shall very much
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much rejoyce longing w[i]th much impatience to see

you to conferre w[i]th you my stay here in the country

hath beene much longer then I resolued but it was thought

fit for his Ma[jes]ties service whereto I must always submit.

After all our misfortunes giue mee now leave to rejoyce

w[i]th you and my wife doth the like for the safe deliuery

of our daughter of our pretty Grandchild whom wee

beseech God to blesse & wish much joy of her hoping

the next will be a boy and as fortunate as his father

for the establishment of his family and estate I need

say noe more but only to assure you that I am

w[i]th all truth & respect
