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Letter from Sir W[illia]m Leveson Gower.
London Jan. the 15th 1690

S[i]r

I am very much pleas’d w[i]th the account you gaue

me of my Sonne, in y[ou]r letter of the 9th instant. I

confess I would not haue him either too airy, or

insipid, neither a sparke, nor a clod-pate. Good sense
& good Morals, will in time p[ro]duce a good vnder-

standing, & vnder y[ou]r conduct, by the assistances,

he has, & will receive from you, I doe not doubt

but he will grow vp to be a sincere, plaine,

honest Man, w[hi]ch will make him, as well as myselfe,

sensible of the obligations, of the care you haue had,

& shall continue over him, as well as gratefull

for the same. I haue now leisure, as I had before

inclination?, when I writ to you, to enter into a

correspondence w[i]th you as long as my hands are at

Liberty, w[hi]ch I hope will continue ‘till I see you w[hi]ch

I shall doe, Godwilling, ere? it be long. I am now I

thank God soe well, that I haue nothing to complayne
of, but that I like the World worse the longer I live
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in it, ‘tis at the best, but a farse?, & the gravest

of vs, but a Nokes?, or a Lee? to those above, &
to make the right vse of it, were to be less concern’d

in, or at the Follies? of it, then I haue been of late,
My lord of Leicester seems to me to be the wisest

man of his Country, if not of the age he lives in,

he is civell to all the men of wit, or Ranke, who visit

him, w[i]thout taking notice of what opinion or party

they are of & leaves the stage free to those who haue a minde to be actors. But lest I run    

myselfe beyond the

compass of a letter, I will conclude w[i]th assuring y[ou]
