My Lord

It having been represented to me, that the

Commissioners for the Collection of the new and additional Taxes,

were, on Saturday the 9th ins[tan]t interrupted in the execution of their
duty, at Leek, by a riotous Assemblage of People, amounting to

several hundreds.  I lose no time in acquainting your Lordship with

the information I have received, and earnestly request you to communicate

it to the Magistrates of that District.  I have also to request your 

Lordship to recommend it to them to give every support in their

power to the Commissioners, in order that effectual measures may be 

taken, for the purpose of preventing their being disturbed in
future, and of enabling them to have the Acts duly and properly

executed
