Shropshire.   Particulars of the account of John Salter representative or attorney of the abbot and convent of Lilleshall lately the occupiers of various liberties in the county of Shropshire, of the chattels of felons and fugitives and of all and every of their tenants residing in the same county and of the view of frankpledge in various manors and tenements of the said abbot and convent in the aforesaid county, which liberties remain in the hand of the lord king from the 6th day of November in the 28th year of the king’s reign, by the power of a certain Act of repossession by the authority of a parliament held at Westminster on the 6th day of November in the 28th year of the same king and proclaimed by the king’s writ, now directed from the Exchequer to the said abbot and convent to account concerning their issue and profit remaining in the file of writs in the Hilary term of the 34th year of the said king on the part of the Treasury Remembrancer;  that is from the said 6th day of November in the said 28th year to the feast of St. Michael in the 32nd year of the same king’s reign.

The same voluntarily charge themselves with  4s 4½d arising from the goods and chattels which were of John Bulkeley, felon, hanged for various felonies committed by him:  viz. 2s. from the price of two gowns;  12d from the price of a bow and 12 arrows;  6d from the price of 2 fetterlocks;  1d from the price of 2 files;  3d from the price of a pair of spurs;  ½d from the price of a razor;  2d from the price of a grater for a crossbow;  ½d from the price of a pair of small strings for a crossbow;  ½d from the price of an old bag and 3d from the price of a horn and belt belonging the said John Bulkeley, felon hanged for various felonies committed by him and for this reason forfeited to the said king, valued and sold by the said John Salter, as he says on his oath.
