Introduction

The idea of making a survey of the windmills built within the county of Warwick arose out of a conversation between members of staff at the Warwickshire Museum in 1975 when it was agreed that the investigation should be historical rather than technological. In the following two years every attempt was made both in the field and from documentary evidence to record all windmills known for Warwickshire dating from the early thirteenth century. Information was recorded on special data sheets, and photographs from many sources were collected; in a period of some 25 months approximately 300 windmills or windmill sites were assessed. During the past year (1978) that number rose by 25. While several entries may be duplicated, in the sense that an early post mill might have survived on the same ground for 200 years or more, the number probably erected, or re-erected during the past 750 years could approach a total of 500. Of these, only 50 survived into the twentieth century, as compared with 160 watermills that survived out of the many hundreds recorded.

During the 1977, survey of the existing (restored) windmills and surviving towers in Warwickshire was compiled by Arthur C. Smith and the present writer; and a booklet covering these, ‘ Windmills in Warwickshire’, being part of the county series mostly sponsored by Stevenage Museum, was published by the Warwick County Museum in December of that year. Besides the seventeen extant windmills some thirty-four old sites were taken into account, information regarding the mills having been derived from the original survey.

This main work is now so large, filling five A4 ring files, that it could only be satisfactorily disseminated in book form. Basic information has been abstracted to form the accompanying schedule, which covers all parishes both of the recent past and present within the county. Every traced windmill is entered under its appropriate parish or borough. This schedule is intended for limited distribution to a few specialists and libraries etc. where these basic records may prove of interest.

How to use the Schedule

The layout of this summary requires a few words of explanation. The four (former) Hundreds have been chosen as the main divisions, and the order of the parishes roughly follows a series of runs from a north or north westerly direction to the south east (see diagram).

Numbers on the extreme left of the schedule placed against the parishes, whether including windmills or devoid of them, relate to an alphabetical order. (An index sets the parishes out alphabetically irrespective of Hundred). It must be admitted, however, that there are some inconsistencies in nomenclature, also a few duplications where an ‘a’ and ‘b’ have been added. Parishes which now fall within the new county of the West Midlands are so indicated; a few others have also been transferred to neighbouring counties during the past 100 years, while several more (e.g. Quinton, Yardley etc.) have been captured from their original shires.

The ‘Seaby Numbers’ against the mills are those used in the original survey; they are provisional only and the order is entirely arbitary. The single or two line entries have a minimum of detail but attempt, where possible, a precise chronology for the appearance and disappearance of a windmill. Where only sites (e.g. Windmill Hill, Farm, Field, Close, etc.) are known from tithe maps or other sources, the usual formula for the existence of the mill itself is given as: ‘Medieval (or later)’.

is indicated but not the purpose for which it was built. By estimation over 95% at least were flour mills used for grinding corn or grist; some mills in Birmingham were employed for industrial rather than agricultural purposes, a few others in the county might be designated wind pumps. Every attempt has been made to locate the exact position of a mill by grid reference taken from the 1:50,000 Ordnance Survey maps, but where the location is unknown or doubtful, the parish church or some other identifiable feature is given.

It only remains to acknowledge the ready help given by so many individuals (including the staff of record offices, libraries and museums); these, however, are far too numerous to be named individually here. I alone am responsible for errors and omissions.
